
4. Give YOUR name, troop number, exact location and phone number 
where you can be reached.

5. Stay by the phone until you receive a return call from a Girl Scout repre-
sentative. That individual will guide you and secure additional assistance 
as needed. If you cannot stay by the phone, leave all important informa-
tion with the answering service.

6. Work with emergency personnel. Refer all media inquiries (press, radio, 
TV) to GSOSW. DO NOT SPEAK TO THE MEDIA.
